The following powers may only be exercised by the Town Council: 
 
1 Power to appoint the Town Mayor and Deputy Town Mayor. 
  
2 The power to issue a precept. 
  
3 Approval of the Town Council’s annual budget. 
  
4 The duty to consider an auditor’s report and appoint an internal auditor. 
  
5 Approval of the Council’s Standing Orders, Financial Regulations and 

powers and duties of Committees. 
  
6 Making, amending, revoking, re-enacting or adopting bye laws and 

promoting or opposing the making of local legislation. 
  
7 Appointment of co-opted Members to the Town Council. 
  
8 Appointment of Members to serve on Committees and Outside Bodies. 
  
9 Borrowing money. 
  
10 Appointment of the Town Council’s bankers. 
  
11 Approval of the annual Calendar of Meetings. 
  
12 Changes to the Council’s Code of Conduct. 
  
13 Approving expenditure by Committees beyond their agreed budgets. 
  
14 To receive reports from representatives appointed on outside bodies that 

are appropriate to the Council. 
  
15 Matters of major importance and concern. 
  
16 All other matters which must, by law, be reserved to the full Council. 
  
17 To receive reports on local Policing matters. 
  
18 Community Health matters. 
  
19 Community Resilience and Civil Emergency Planning matters. 
  
20 Disposal of land. 
  
21 To receive reports from the following outside groups: 
  
21.1 South Woodham Ferrers Playing Fields Management Committee. 
  
21.2 South Woodham Ferrers Village Hall Management Committee. 
  
21.3 Health and Social Care Group.
